
   

IDIS and the Ministry of Finance Signed a Coopera�on Agreement to 
Improve the Transparency and Efficiency of the Public Procurement Process 

 
On September 26, 2023, the Ins�tute for Development and Social Ini�a�ves (IDIS) Viitorul and 
the Moldovan Ministry of Finance signed a coopera�on agreement that will increase 
collabora�on on improving the transparency and efficiency of the public procurement process 
with the end goal of ensuring appropriate value for public money spent.  
 
The agreement was signed in the context of the Increasing the Integrity of Public Procurement 
in Moldova project which IDIS implements in partnership with Partnership for Transparency. The 
project aims to support the reform of the public procurement sector in the Republic of Moldova 
and increase the transparency and fairness of public procurement procedures by empowering 
ci�zens to hold relevant ins�tu�ons accountable. 
 
The par�es to the agreement consider that the partnership between civil society and public 
authori�es offers a means of increasing the quality of public services in the interest of ci�zens. 
The agreement emphasizes that public procurement is an important component of public 
finances, which is confirmed by the volume of public financial resources that are spent by 
Moldovan contrac�ng authori�es through the system for the procurement of goods, services, 
and works. The agreement s�pulates that ”in 2022, the volume of public procurement exceeded 
13 billion lei (≈$713,996,804), which is why ensuring and improving the transparency and 
efficiency of this process is impera�ve.” 
 
In June 2022, the Republic of Moldova obtained the status of candidate country to become a 
member of the European Union and assumed the obliga�on to implement the 
recommenda�ons of the European Commission to take necessary measures to improve public 
procurement at all levels of government, as well as increase the involvement of civil society in 
decision-making processes at all levels. Thus, the agreement re-emphasizes the need for 
collabora�on between all actors in the public procurement sector and the importance of civil 
society contribu�on through monitoring, development of policies, digital tools, and 
par�cipa�on in the effort to improve the regulatory framework. 
 
The agreement recognizes that the establishment of effec�ve and permanent communica�on 
between the representa�ves of public ins�tu�ons responsible for public procurement, 
contrac�ng authori�es, economic operators, and civil society is the basic precondi�on for 
coordina�ng and harmonizing the interests of ci�zens with those of the state in a democra�c 
atmosphere and in the spirit of the rule of law. 
 
According to the agreement, the par�es will organize joint mee�ngs, roundtables, and other 
ac�vi�es at which they will address various topics in the field of public procurement and issues 
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that require discussions and consulta�ons with all actors of the sector, in addi�on to working on 
finding solu�ons to address challenges. Addi�onally, the par�es will ensure the systemic and 
organized par�cipa�on of their representa�ves in the ac�vi�es of the Na�onal Public 
Procurement Pla�orm. 
 
In addi�on, they will discuss reports, analyses, and other useful informa�on and offer assistance 
and support in order to create a public procurement sector that generates appropriate value for 
public money and ensures the provision of quality public services. Also, the par�es will 
exchange opinions, experiences, ideas, concepts, informa�on, and analysis materials to create 
an effec�ve mechanism for dialogue and collabora�on of state ins�tu�ons and civil society 
monitors and experts to support the principles of transparency and efficiency in the public 
procurement process. 
 
Lastly, the par�es agree on the elabora�on and presenta�on of consolidated common posi�ons 
on major topics of the public procurement process, especially on issues affec�ng the efficient 
opera�on and effec�veness of public procurement at the na�onal level. 
 
  
The Increasing the Integrity of Public Procurement in Moldova project is implemented by the Institute for 

Development and Social Initiatives (IDIS) Viitorul in partnership with Partnership for Transparency.
